What is a 2D barcode?
2D barcodes are a pattern of black and white blocks arranged in a square or rectangles. Two

dimensional barcodes can hold significant amount of information and are more typically used than
1D barcodes. 2D barcodes are used for manufacturing, warehousing, etc.
